Cover the bases in the Airbnb description from where you grew up to what your 
profession is. Include all of your hobbies and interests, what kind of music you

Ask to your friends and 
relatives on Airbnb for a review, and offer to give them one

Add a video to your Airbnb profile 
Airbnb allows you to display a short 30-second video on your 
profile. Why is a video important? Because communication is 
only 7% words, the rest is body language and tonality. Therefore, 
video is a much more effective way to get your message across 
and show your guests your true colors
